Darkroom empowers students to think critically and
talk openly about their doubts and questions, 

helping them build a biblical foundation for 
life-giving and lasting faith.

Three years ago, we began our journey as a small team of parents to
understand how God might use us to help fortify and strengthen the faith of
the next generation. 

TEENS ARE STRUGGLING WITH HOW THEIR FAITH FITS IN TODAY’S
CULTURE, YET OVER 1 IN 3 FEEL THEY CAN’T EXPRESS DOUBTS OR

ASK THEIR MOST PRESSING LIFE QUESTIONS IN CHURCH. 

Like other Christian parents, we were experiencing firsthand the deeply anti-
Christian sentiment from culture, and the ways It was eroding and
condemning the beliefs of our children. 

Darkroom exists to equip youth leaders and mentors by giving students a
chance to voice their questions and doubts, and know they are truly heard
and cared for by empathetic adult leaders.

We continue to pursue this effort for our children, for your children, and for
all the children of this generation!

We realized we needed to normalize and encourage open discussion around
difficult questions in order to bring Biblical light to the dark and doubtful
spaces in the minds of our youth. This understanding became the genesis for
Darkroom.
